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Abstract 
The purpose of this research is improve the interest and learning outcomes of student grade XI Senior High School of Muhammadiyah Pringsewu on Verb and Noun material by using cooperative learning type “Make a Match”. Data collection component obtained from the pre-test, post-test I and II, questionnaires, observations and interviews. Based on these results it can be concluded that the application of cooperative learning model of “Make a Match” can Increase student interest and learning outcomes XI Senior high school class Muhammadiyah Pringsewu on Verb and Noun material 
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1. INTRODUCTION
Education is a planned and conscious effort to bring about an atmosphere of learning and the learning process so that learners are actively developing the potential for her to have the spiritual strength, self-control, personality, intelligence, moral Majesty as well as the necessary skills themselves, the community, the nation and the State.
Learning can be interpreted as the result of memory, cognition, and metacognition that affect comprehension. This is what happens when a person is learning, and this condition is also common in everyday life, because learning is a natural process for everyone. According to Tomlinson (1998: 4), learning is normally considered to be a conscious process which consists of the committing to memory of information relevant to what happen learned. Nunan (2004:6-7), learning is no longer seen simply as a process of habit formation. 
One student learning success is influenced by the involvement of teachers in the learning activities. Teachers here play a role to guide students in their learning in school. Learning is said to be successful and qualified in whole or at least most of the learners engage actively, whether physical, mental or social in the learning process.

Teacher teaching methods which are not good will affect the learning of students who are not good anyway. The process of teaching outcomes can occur for example teachers less and less ready to master the learning materials so teachers such presents them is not clear. Attitudes of teachers towards students as well as subjects those are not good to make students less against a lesson or teacher. As a result, the students are lazy to learn. The teacher should approach with students, so knowing the problems facing student learning, in addition, the teacher must dare to try teaching methods, so as to enhance the interest of students to learn.

Learning activities carried out by English teachers in SMA Muhammadiyah Pringsewu Lampung used more lecture and discussion methods. The frequent use of lecture and discussion methods makes students feel bored quickly. This feeling of boredom made students lazy when attending lessons. As a result of feeling lazy and bored, students often divert attention when learning by chatting. In this case the right method is needed to restore students' interest to study
In addition to the problems of the learning methods used by English teachers at SMA Muhammadiyah Pringsewu Lampung, the low interest of students in learning English is also influenced by the students' understanding of learning English. Based on the results of interviews with several students, English subjects are considered difficult and boring because of the many vocabularies that must be memorized, and must know the meaning of each vocabulary. The presumption that learning English is learning to memorize, this makes students lazy to learn. Though learning English is very fun because it is not only memorizing, but students must understand what is learned.
Cooperative learning refers to a variety of teaching methods, where students work in one small group to help each other in learning the subject matter. Positive impact of cooperative learning, namely: developing relationships between groups, the growing awareness that the students need to learn to think, solve problems, and integrate and apply skills and knowledge them. Cooperative learning methods is already growing with various types, among others: Jigsaw, Team Games Tournament (TGT), “Make a Match” and many more.

To address the problems in the study, researchers will try to use cooperative learning model types “Make a Match” to increase interest and learning outcomes grade XI-1 in SMA Muhammadiyah in Pringsewu Lampung, study material Verb and Noun. Cooperative learning model type “Make a Match” to have a character that can provide space for students to interact with fellow students in or outside the classroom. The existence of interactions between students, are expected to reduce boredom students when studying in class as well as an interest in students to study also the higher.
The application of the cooperative type learning model “Make a Match” can increase the interest and learning outcomes of XI-1 grade students of SMA Muhammadiyah Pringsewu Lampung in English lessons (Verb and Noun material
2. RESEARCH METHOD
This research is classroom action research. The research involved collaboration and cooperation in between the English teacher and the students. The researcher, the teacher and the students work together to apply    “Make a Match” technique in learning.

According to Arifin (2011: 98) defines a Class Action Research as a process of scientific action in the form of self-reflection involving teachers in educational situations specified in order to improve the understanding and fairness of the situation or educational practices, understanding of the practice and situations where practice was implemented.
Meanwhile,Burns(2009: 2) Action Research is part of a broad movement that has been going on in education generally for some time. It is related to the idea of ‘reflective practice’ and ‘the teacher as researcher’. Action Research involves taking a self-reflective, critical, and systematic approach to exploring your own teaching context.

Object of research: cognitive levels of C1, C2, C3 and C4 (learning outcomes) and the interests of each class XI-1. The research subjects: 1st grade students of SMA Muhammadiyah Pringsewu Lampung. Place of research: SMA Muhammadiyah Pringsewu Lampung. When the study: February-March, 2016. The English lessons with the material Verb and Noun.
The Research design of this action refers to the spiral model of Kemmis and Taggart (1988: 11-14) consisting of four stages: planning (planning), action (act), observation (observing) and reflection (reflecting).
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The instrument used for this study consisted of 2 kinds of learning instruments and data collection instruments.

In this study, testing of instrument validity using Construct Validity testing
To test the construct validity, use expert opinion. The experts for this study are lecturers and teachers of English in class XI-1 SMA Muhammadiyah Pringsewu Lampung.
Data collecting technique from this study is a qualitative and quantitative data obtained from each cycle.
3. FINDING AND DISCUSSION
The research was conducted from February - March 2016, in SMA Muhammadiyah Pringsewu Lampung, with research subjects 35 students from 39 students of class XI-1. The research subjects wore only 35 students for the conduct of research there are four students who do not follow the overall research activities.

Research result 
1. first cycle
The first cycle started on February 22nd to 29th, 2016 as much as 3 times with 5x45 minute time allocation. The first meeting to learn about the meaning, Regular Verb and Verb with a time of 2x45 minutes. The second meeting with the material Irregular Verb with a time 1x45 minutes and a third meeting with 2x45 minutes of learning time looking for examples of words that enter the category of Regular and Irregular Verb.
2. cycle II
Cycle II started on March 7th to 14th, 2016 as much as 3 times with 4x45 minute time allocation. At the first meeting to learn about the understanding of kinds of noun and noun, with 1x45 minute time allocation. Meeting II students are invited to learn the material Noun countable and uncountable noun with 2x45 minute time allocation. For the third meeting in this second cycle with 1x45 minute time allocation is used for reviewing the material that has been studied in the second cycle is then followed by the Post-test II and filling the questionnaire end of the study.
Data Analysis
1. Learning outcomes
Student learning outcomes in the cognitive aspects obtained from the Post-test I and      post-test II. Results Post-test I Post-test II can be seen in the following table:

1. Learning outcomes

Based on the graph shows that the average value of students at posttest I just reached 40, 71 with the percentage of completeness 0%. In the second cycle the average values ​​obtained results Posttest II reached 82.71 with the percentage of students who pass the KKM is 80%.

The results are still not peak at the targets to be achieved in this study related to student learning outcomes, namely 85% of students completed the KKM.
